Vaccines are one of the most effective and economical ways to prevent infectious
diseases. So it is necessary to make the development of a vaccine to be more
effective at weakening the corona virus infection. According to data from the
Ministry of Health, vaccination reached 52.214 million people, which is equivalent
to 25.07% of the national COVID-19 vaccination target, which totals 208.26 million
people. This study aims to determine the relationship between the level of
knowledge of the Covid-19 vaccination and the level of public anxiety. This
research uses descriptive analytic research. The study was conducted with a cross
sectional design, data collection using a questionnaire that will be distributed to the
public as a research instrument. The number of samples was 104 people with
sampling calculated by the slovin formula. From the results of the study, it was
found that there was a relationship between knowledge (p value = 0.024 <0.05) on
the level of anxiety in RT 10 rw 24, Central Kaliabang Village.
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
